RAB Inc  is one of the most recognized refractory contracting companies in the nation. 
With over fifteen years of successful business RAB today operates three offices;  West 
Monroe, LA, Texarkana, TX and Odenville, AL. The Industrial divisions nationwide       
service covers Steel, Aluminum, Paper, Wood and the Cement industry.  

 

The Holcim Cement plant in Midlothian, TX operates two kilns of fifteen feet in diameter, 
with a preheat tower for each kiln. The high heat of dry process cement plants requires 
several different types of refractory to maintain productivity during the whole process.    
At least once a year Holcim shuts down the operation to perform repairs and               
replacement of the refractory lining. This requires a great deal of work due to the high 
heat resistant brick. A single day of lost production can result in five figure revenue 
losses, therefore every minute of the shut-down is scrutinized.  

 

Kiln repair is a very dangerous environment. To perform the job safely and on time  
highly  trained personnel in combination with proper equipment is second to none.        
For RAB safety is  priority as well as 100 % reliability and top performance.               
Brokk has for a long time been  a trusted partner in RABs successful operation and 
growth. In the “old days” most work was performed by hand, exposing workers to high 
heat, dangerous dust, and noise. Today’s stricter safety standards require the use of        
equipment rather than hand labor. Not only does Brokk sustain much higher heat and 
break faster than a man but its reach also means that work which previously required a 
man on a scaffold, can now easily be reached with the crew out of harms’ way.  

In the Midthlotian plant the Brokk removes brick and refractory from the kiln, pre-heater 
tower and cooler. The brick and refractory used in the process areas of the plant are made out of some the most 
heat and abrasive resistant minerals on this planet. Repair the refractory lining is therefore very difficult and time 
consuming.  

The Midlothian kiln is a long pipe around 300 feet placed on its side lined with brick to protect the steel from the al-
most 2700 degree temperatures. In the pre-heater areas some of the refractory lining is over one foot thick. Some 
of the hardest refractory in the plant is found in the cooler area where the kiln drops all the raw super heated      
cement. Refractory in the cooler area can be up to two feet thick and made to with stand  as much as  

3000 degrees. The Brokk with its superior breaking power, remote control and reach is perfect for this type of work.  

At the Holcim plant RABs foreman Mr. Randy Miller says 

 “The Brokk performed above and beyond our  expectations dur-
ing the first project. It helped to remove days off the schedule of 
work. By the second project we had found new places to use the 
Brokk and new ways to be more productive with our new work 

In productivity terms a Brokk with a crew of two to three men 
now performs the job that before required a dozen men.       
The robust design of the Brokk makes it an ideal tool for       
hazardous and demanding environments such as kiln        
demolition.
